Why Make a Faith Commitment?

As we listen to stories from the Bible, we hear about many people who responded to God. Isaiah
responded by stepping forward as a leader. The widow in the temple responded by giving her two
coins. Zacchaeus responded by giving half of his possessions to the Lord and paying back four
times as much to anyone he had defrauded.

What stories do you hear at Christ the King Lutheran about people who have responded to God?
Sometimes the responses to this question are more visible by examples than through stories. Take
a moment to think about those who are in leadership roles. For each person in a leadership role
there is a story. Take a moment to think about those who are passionate about a specific ministry.
For every passionate person there is a story. In most congregations, these are the faithful people
who feel called and committed to do the work of Jesus Christ in your midst. In most congregations,
these are also the people who are willing to make a faith commitment.

Why should people make a faith commitment? As you reflect on your own faith story, consider the
following points:

How do you show that God is first in your life? With all the activities and distractions in life, it
is sometimes difficult to our God first. Yet through faith, a person is willing to take the risk of
making a commitment to God knowing that God will provide.

How do you show respect and obedience to God? God has blessed each of us in many
ways, yet we are often challenged to serve two masters. God asks us to walk in his ways,
love him, serve him, and keep the commandments. Which Master has provided your bless-
ings and how will you serve?

How do you set an example for others? Jesus set an example for us. As disciples we are to
follow in his steps. Jesus often asked people to give up all their belongings. As faithful fol-
lowers, can we commit a portion of what God has entrusted to us?

How does your church plan?  As a church family, there are expenses too. Whether for ongo-
ing ministry, building, repairs, or new ministries, every congregation prepares some form of
financial plan. What is your commitment and contribution to this plan? Your partners in min-
istry are looking for your participation and support.

On behalf of the congregation, your Stewardship Ministry team is inviting you to make a faith com-
mitment to God and your church family.

TURKEY Tetrazzini
(Judy Bartels)

This makes a VERY FULL 9x 13 baking dish. You can cut the recipe in half and put in a 10x10 dish to serve
6 people. The recipe can be done ahead of time and frozen (uncooked) or put in the refrigerator and warmed
up later.

1 1/2 Cup Melted Butter

3/4 Cup Flour *
1 1/2 Tsp. Italian Seasoning

1 Tsp. Salt y
1/2 Tsp. Pepper
2 Tsp. Minced Garlic

Cook until combined and slightly thick.

Add:

3 Cups Half & Half *
3 Cups Chicken Broth

Cook until thick.

Cook 16 oz. Fettuccini
Toss with 3/4 Cup grated Parmesan Cheese

Add:

4 Cups Turkey
Frozen Peas
Sliced Mushrooms

Top with:
1/2 Cup Melted Butter
1 1/3 Cup Bread Crumbs
